Course Expectations
1. BE PREPARED: The tools necessary for this course are two pens (one red and one blue or black), a pencil with eraser, 3 ring binder with ample supply of notepaper, textbook, a ruler, and a calculator (not a cell phone). 
· Notes Package – Completed notes are essential for success. They are a very useful resource for preparing for quizzes and tests and for reference in future math and science classes.

· Textbook – you are expected to protect your assigned book from any damage (such as water) and return it in the same condition in which it was lent. The school levies a charge on any damaged or lost textbooks.

2. BE PUNCTUAL: The first few minutes of class are very important. They set the tone for the entire lesson. Nothing is more disruptive than a stream of students drifting in late and interrupting the lesson. If you are late, enter the classroom quickly and quietly and take your seat. All "lates" are recorded. 
3. BE A PURPOSEFUL LEARNER: At all times, be on task and participate in the lesson. Behave in a mature and cooperative way using every minute of class time effectively. Remember that it is your teacher who dismisses you, not the bell.
4. DO NOT MISS CLASSES EXCEPT WHEN SICK : Attending classes regularly will ensure you do not miss important concepts. If you know that you will be absent, make sure that you inform me beforehand. 

If you do miss a class, it is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to get any notes or assignments that you missed. Tests and quizzes must be completed in a timely manner either during flex, class time, at lunch or after school. I suggest that you take the phone numbers of several people who live near you so that you may call and ask about the day’s proceedings (see back of this sheet). You can also go to my teacher’s website: harnikdelview.weebly.com to print missed handouts and to find out what you missed and what is coming. 

Following these suggestions will prevent you from falling too far behind.

5. COMPLETING ASSIGNMENTS: Assignments count for 15% of your grade. All steps must be shown for each question.  Review assignments are marked together in class, so they must be done and present when due.

Homework is assigned as practice so success can be achieved on quizzes and tests. Work completed in the textbook should always be marked using the text key. Follow up with questions during class or flex time.
6. EXTRA HELP: If you would like to see me for extra help, you will find me in room 141 during flex time. If you are struggling, the responsibility is YOURS to get on track.

7. CHEATING: Students are expected to complete their own work on an individual basis unless otherwise stated by the teachers. Any student who plagiarizes the work of another - either in test situations or on major assignments - will face disciplinary action. This may range from receiving a zero on an assignment or test to disciplinary action by the administration. (Note: the work of “another” includes that of students or any published work such as from the internet or books).
8. WORK WITHOUT DISTRACTIONS: Avoid use of electronic devices during class.  If you wish to listen to music, ask first.  Phones are to be put away and not used except when required for academic reasons.
HAVE A FRIEND HELP YOU!

Your success in Math 10 is directly related to your completion of assignments, homework, activities etc. If you found math 9 challenging, please consider Workplace 10 Mathematics as a more appropriate choice or acquire yourself a tutor. 

THERE IS NO SUBSTITUTE FOR HARD WORK. Math is a subject that teaches problem solving skills and other process skills. YOU must be able to perform these skills when the time comes, i.e. in an assignment or in a test situation. Because Math concepts build upon previous concepts, you cannot afford to miss concepts or techniques because the missed content will be used later in the course. It is for this reason I will ask you to take the names and phone numbers of several people in the class you can rely on to help you out if you do happen to miss class time.

I will not chase you down to catch you up or to collect an assignment you missed. If you miss a quiz or test bring a note excusing the absence or email me.  It is your responsibility to find out if you missed anything and to take the appropriate actions to catch up in a timely manner!
